	- Be in a ready position

- Reading the shot
- Reacting to the shot and getting to birdie

- Getting back into a ready position being ready to move anywhere on the court

- Being aware of your opponents abilities in relation to yours
	- Adjusting position to hit the birdie with split step footwork and athletic position
- Contacting the birdie at the appropriate time
- Choosing the appropriate shot

- Accurate hit the birdie to a correct location on opponents court

- Ensuring proper grip on racquet


	Defence (Prevent Scoring, Starting and restarting play)
Space: Where should you position yourself after the shot to be able to return almost any shot?
Time: When is an appropriate time to reduce the time of your opponent?
Risk: In what ways is it the most useful to utilize time and space in different situations?
Force: What is the appropriate force in your return shot?
	- Be in a ready position
- Anticipate your opponents shot
- Respond to your opponents shot

- Respond to opponents position on court

- Recover back to ready position in middle of court
