	Opening (5 minutes)
	Open discussion on “what do you know about climate change and human activity?”
- Students brainstorm ideas and they are written on the board

	Activities  (20 minutes)
	Group discussions (20 minutes)
· Students are divided into 5 groups each covering a different cycle (sulphur, phosphorus, nitrogen, carbon, and hydrological)

· Learn through provided handouts about their cycle, are welcome to draw the cycle if they wish

· Think about how this relates to human activity (industry)

- Teach the other groups what they have learned in a 2 minute ‘lesson’

- can use drawings, notes etc.

	Closing
	Jeopardy game through a power point
- Score is kept on the board
